     A new radiation warning symbol, to supplement the exist-
ing trefoil symbol has been published by ISO as Standard 
#21482- Ionizing-Radiation Warning –Supplementary symbol. 
The trefoil symbol has no inherent meaning and only those 
people that have been educated in its meaning have knowledge 
that it represents the presence of ionizing radiation.  
 

     The new symbol is the completion of a multi-year effort by 
the IAEA to develop a universal radiation warning symbol that 
anyone anywhere will understand the message of “Danger- 
Stay Away”. The new symbol was developed with human factor experts, graphic artists, and radia-
tion protection experts. Many possible symbols were initially tested in international children, and 
then those symbols that were most successful in conveying the desired message were tested further 
by the Gallup Institute in both people with limited education and those educated in 11 countries 
around the world. The new symbol universally conveyed the intended message regardless of the 
person’s age, education or cultural background. 
 

     The symbol is intended for IAEA Category 1, 2 and 3 sources defined as dangerous sources ca-
pable of causing death or serious injury. The symbol should be placed on the device housing the 
source, as a warning not to dismantle the device or to get any closer. Where practical, it should be 
placed under the device cover such that it is not visible under normal use but would be visible if 
anyone attempts to disassemble the device. The symbol is not intended for doors or shipping con-
tainers. 
 

     In the near future, many source manufactures have agreed to use the symbol on newly manufac-
tured large sources such as irradiators, teletherapy heads and industrial radiography units. Strategies 
to place the symbol on existing large sources are being developed by the IAEA. The standard can 
be obtained at www.iso.org.

    On February 8, 2007 members 
from National Capital Chapter 
joined some members from the 
Northern Virginia Chapter and 
took a tour of the Insurance In-
stitute for Highway Safety’s 
Crash Test Research Facility in 
Ruckersville, VA. 

 
    The group was given a tour of 
the facility and shown samples 
of crashed vehicles.  They ex-
plained the basis for their testing 
versus the government required 
testing. We saw the results from 
several frontal crash tests as well 
as the newer side impact tests 
that are being performed. 

     The highlight of the tour was 
an actual side impact test for a 
Toyota Solara Convertible.  Our 
tour group was ushered into a 
very large warehouse room and 
proceeded to an observation 
platform above the test floor.    

 
     Just before the test a roll-up 
garage door opens to display a 
very long 600 foot runway.  This 
runway allowed the testing sled 
to get up to the test speed before 
slamming into the side of the 
Toyota Solara.  Once the crash 
test was performed we were al-
lowed to go down on the floor, 
along with the Toyota factory 

representatives, and look at the 
Solara to see how it performed 
in the crash.

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February Tour  

     What a pleasure it was to 
have a joint dinner meeting with 
the Chesapeake Area Biological 
Safety Association (ChABSA).       
The meeting was hosted at Sir 
Walter Raleigh Restaurant in 
Greenbelt, Maryland.  The meet-
ing was well attended, we had 
approximately 60 attendees from 
both organizations.   
 
     Our featured speaker was the 
distinguished Dr. John Howard, 
Director of NIOSH.  Dr. Howard 
gave the group a wonderful pres-
entation on Nanotechnology. He 
gave us some terrific insight on 
how the technology has really 
exploded, but our understanding 

of the hazards has lagged be-
hind.  He explained some of the 
areas that are presently being 
researched and what knowledge 
and understanding has been 
gained so far. 
 
     We still have much to learn, 
our knowledge in the areas expo-
sures and exposure routes, doses, 
and health effects is poorly un-
derstood. In the long term, 
nanotechnology will demand a 
revolutionary re-thinking of oc-
cupational health and safety.   
 
     Dr. Howard concluded by 
taking questions from the 

group.   His talk was very infor-
mation and eye opening.   For 
more information on what 
NIOSH is doing in the area of 
Nanotechnology, please visit 
their website www.cdc.gov/
niosh/topics/nanotech.
